Non=Pro Boxing Matech

Description

Whether you are a non-pro boxer or a non-pro who goes down the fence, this special event is just for you!
The competition will be run like a boxing or wrestling tournament with five rounds. Thirty-two riders will be
competing in head-to-head matches. At the draw party you will draw your first match for round one.

Upon winning a match you will advance to the next round. You will have a sixty second time limit to work
your cow to the best of your ability. We will run round one with thirty-two riders beginning at 6pm on
Thursday May 21st. Immediately following round one, we will run round two with the sixteen winning
riders. Beginning at 6pm Friday May 22" we will run rounds three, four and five. These rounds will
consist of the eight, four and two winning riders respectively.

Rules

This event is limited to thirty-two non-pro riders. Riders must be members in good standing in NCRCHA.
NRCHA rules regarding non-pro status and competition apply. Riders must be legal owners of the horses
they are showing. 1 horse, 1 rider combinations only. Entry is on a first come, first serve basis and is
secured by payment of entry fees. Once an entry is paid for, spots are transferable but NOT refundable. If
a spot is transferred to another rider and/or horse NCRCHA must be notified by 12:00pm on Thursday
May 21st. The judge will mark runs and the scores will be announced immediately. No ties in matches.
Riders are required to attend a draw party at 4pm on Thursday May 21st in the concourse of the large
indoor arena. The competition will take place in the large indoor arena. Each day, all riders participating in
that evening’s rounds will enter the arena at 6pm and stay in the arena until all matches are completed.

Entry and Pay Outs

The entry fee is $250. $125 going into the payout. Upon filling all spots, NCRCHA will guarantee payout
of $5,000.00. ($4,000.00 add back and $1,000.00 added by NCRHCA) Payout is as follows: 50% to
Champion, 30% to Reserve and 10% to the highest score each day. Should a tie occur for the high score
of the day, the first tie breaker will be the least number of penalties, second will be a coin flip. Each rider
will receive a custom event T-shirt at the draw party and other available swag. Upon receiving additional
sponsorships, NCRCHA reserves the right to increase the payout or offer additional placings.

In addition to the Boxing Match we will be offering a Calcutta for the top 8 finalists.

Calcutta Details:

e At 6PM on Friday May 22" the finalists will enter the arena.
e The auction will start immediately following the National Anthem.
o We will auction riders off in DRAW order. As their name is called, they will come forward.
e Payout is as follows:
. 50% to the winner
. 25% to the second place
o 25% to the club

e At the conclusion of the event on Friday May 22" - AFTER we award the Class winners — and
photograph them, we will invite the Calcutta winners to come down and receive their checks and
get a picture with their rider.
